. Pull the unit outwards from the carlon and place it on a solid hot-
proof horizontal surface.

. Check if the accessories are complete, same as the accessories
list.

. Place the unil on a solid hot-proof horizontal surface, Take out the
casters and caster wrench to assemble.
Note: Casters with skid are for the two front holes and casters
without skid are for the two back holes at the bottom of the
unit.{shown as fig.1)

. Pull upwards the water fank and pull outwards about 10cm to the
locking pin, then add waler. {(shown as fig.2)
Note:



(1) Water level must be between the MIN and MAX line.(shown
as fig.3)

(2 After some time operation, dust and dirt may occur in water
tank. It is recommended to change water and clean water
tank frequently.

. Only use the unit with correct AC outlet.

. Insert the plug pin into a wall socket and turn on the power switch
which is at the side of the unit .A small beep sound can be heard
and the power indicator will be on.

Note:

1) To protect against electric shock, do not remove plug from
wall outlet by wet hand.

@) Unplug from outlet while moving the unit.

@) Insert the plug pin into the wall socket and make sure It is
connected well.

. Press “"HUMIDIFIER" bulion to improve the air damp, avoid skin
dry and spali in winter.

Insert the plug pin into & wall sockel and tum on the power switch which Is at the side of the
unit .A small besp sound can be heard and the power indicator will be on.

ON/OFF: Prass once this button Io make the unil ready for working. It will start up with MID
in 3 seconds and then revert to work under the memorized status. If for first time use, it will
start up with MID in 3 seconds and then work with LOW.

Press again this bution to turn OFF.

SPEED: Press this button 1o select desired fan speed, LOW—~MID~HIGH—-LOW, in turn.
at the same lime can digital display 1.2.3.

WIND: Press this button 10 select desired wing mode, NATURE~SLEEP—~NORMAL -

NATURE, in turn. The corresponding wind mode indicator will be displayed.

(1) NORMAL: it works as per the selected fan speed (HIGH, MID, LOW).

{2) NATURE: it works as per the presetied compuler program, imitating the natural irregularly
wind.

{3) SLEEP: It works as per the presslled compuler program, allernating between different
fan speed.

(1) 1f it is selected HIGH, the unit will work under HIGH NATURE wind mode for half an
hour, then revert to work under MID NATURE wind mode for half an hour and then
revert to LOW NATURE wind mode.

@ If it is selected MID. the unit will work under MID NATURE wind mode for half an hour,
then revert to LOW NATURE wind made.

@ If it is selected LOW, the unit will werk under LOW NATURE wind mode.

LEFT AND RIGHT SWING:Press once this button can auta left and right air swing.Press again
this button 1o cancel.

UP AND DOWHN SWING:Press once this bullon can auto up and down air swing Press again
this button ta cancel.

SWING: Press once lhis bution to make horizontal swing of vertical louvers, the SWING
indicator will be displayed. Press again for fixed air direction. To directing vertical airflow,
adjust the horizantal louvers manually.

HUMIDIFIER: During operation, press this button to humidify the air, improve the air damp,
avold skin dry and spall. Press again this bution 10 cancel.

COOL: Press once this button 1o start the evaporative cooling function. Press again this
button 1o cancel,

IONIZER: Press once this bution to release negative lons into the air, 1o freshen the air and
care health. Press again thig butten lo cancel.

TIMER: It can be set batwean 1to 24 hours, increasad by 1 hours intervals. when the digital
display 24hours, press again this bution to cancel.

1. READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS BEFORE USING.

2. Do NOT open and repair the unil by any unquaiified person.

3. To protect against electric shock, keep the unit dry. Do not immerse in water or any olhar
liquid.
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4. Unpiug from outiet while filling water, before cleaning, maintaincing or maving the unit.

5. Unplug from outiel when not in use.

6. Do not insert foreign objects into the grid of air vent {intake or outiet) during operation.

7. Do not cover the appliance with paper, cardboard, plastic, metal fall, or any other flamm
-able malerial. Otherwise. a fire may occur. Keep the appliance away from any hot
SOUfCes.

8. Place the unit on a solid hat-preofl horizonial surface,

9. Do nol use outdoors.

10. Water level must be between the MIN and MAX line.

11, After filling with waler, do not (ilt the unlt and avoid moving it. which may cause water
ic overfiow the sides of the tank and leak. If the unit needs to be moved a litthe, push
on tha side gently.

12, Naver tum the unit on its sides.

13. Do not place any objects on the top of the unit. The air vent must not be obslructed
during operation.

14. Do notuse pelrol, toluol, el to clean the unit body. For slight dirt on the body. wipe it
off with a soft damp cloth. For greasy dirt, squeeze a little toothpaste or mild detergent
on a soft damp cloth, and then wipe the dirt off.

15. Keep the air vent (intake or outiet) away from obstacles.

16. Do not strike or shake the unil body during operation, otherwise, it will stop working
automatically. In this case restar the unil.

17. After some time operation, dust and dit may occur in water tank. It Is recommended
1o change waler and clean waler tank frequently. If select humidifier funclion while the
room temperalure is below 0°C, be sure o add warm water in water tank.

18. Do not put the unit under wall socket.

18. Emply water tank o avoid odor occuring when nol in use.

20. Do nol use after the unit maifunctions. Send 1o service center for repalr.

21. Do not use the unit for other than its intended use.

22, Do not use the unil when the power cord |s damaged. Send to service cenler for repair.
If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by a special cord or assembly
available from the manufacturer or iis service agent.

23, Keep the unit out of children's reach. Close supervision should be exercised when
children are nearby,

WARNING: Please do not use where children can touch the unif, nor let children use
the unil by themselves,

24. Keep cord away from sharp or hot objects.

25. Thoroughly clean the unit before first ime use.

26. Do not clean with metal sourcing pads. It may scrateh the surface or cause eleclrical
shock.

27. Do not clean the unit with flammable liquid.

2B. Avold sharing a power cutlel with any other appliances.

29. Always attach plug o apphance first, then plug cord into the wall outlet. To disconnect,
turn any coniral to OFF ,then remove plug from wall outlet.

30. Do not use new and old batteries al the same tima in remole controller,

31. Take off batteries from remote controller when not in use.



Nafe: After long time oparation, the filtration mesh becomes clogged with dust and dirt,
which will greatiy atlect the unit's perfor Misr ded to clean the
filtration mesh frequently.

Cleaning the filitration mesh

1.Remove plug from wall cullal,

2.Cateh Lhe filiralion mesh handie and pull upwards. (shown as [ig.4)
3.Clean fitration mesh with mlld detergent and soft brush.

4 Make sure fillration mesh is completely dry before installing.

Cleaning the water tank

1 Remove plug from wall outlet.

2 Pull out the waler lank.(shown as fig.5)

3.Clean the water 1ank with a little mild detergent on a towel and then rinse in water
4 Putthe waler tank In place after cleaning,
